Minimum Requirements for Graduation
· Successful completion of 89 semester hours of coursework.  

· Successful completion of 74 semester hours of graded coursework. 

· Achievement of a cumulative grade point average of 2.00 or greater for all graded course work.

· Application of no more than 8 semester hours of D or lower grade work toward degree.

· Application of no more than 4 credits total of directed research and/or 2 credits total of directed reading. 

· Successful completion of all required courses.

· Successful completion of community service.

· Successful completion of the upper division writing requirement.

Instructions
· All forms must be typed and complete.
· Order a copy of your law school transcript from the UNLV Registrar or go online to the UNLV Registration page and print an unofficial copy of your transcript.

· Fill out the graduation application form and graduation worksheet.  Turn the completed forms in together with your transcript to the Boyd School of Law (BSL) Registrar’s office by December 28, 2009.  Keep a copy for your records. Your graduation application must be approved by the BSL Registrar’s office before payment can be made.   

· The approved graduation application will be returned to your student mailbox prior to the initial deadline for diploma fee payment and you will be notified of this by email.  If your graduation application is received after the December 28, 2009 deadline, the BSL Registrar(s office does not guarantee you will receive your approved application by the January 29, 2010 diploma fee payment deadline.

· You may pay your diploma fee online or you may submit the approved graduation application to the UNLV Cashier(s office and pay the diploma fee. Deadline to make payment without a late fee is January 29, 2010.  Deadline to make payment with a late fee is February 12, 2010.  No applications will be accepted after February 12, 2010.

· If you have made changes to your Spring 2009 schedule, submit the revised worksheet to the BSL Registrar(s office no later than February 26, 2010. If you have not made changes to your graduation application, no further action is required.

· There will be no further contact with you until final grades are recorded for the semester.
· Your diploma will be mailed to you from the UNLV Registrar(s office after grades are recorded.  Diplomas are generally mailed about 1.5 months after the last scheduled day of finals.

Career Services
